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Before you read any further, please open your Bible and read Psalm 139.  Psalm 139 has 

been a major building block in my Christian spiritual journey with Jesus Christ.  These words comfort-

ed me in knowing that God cared about me even before I knew who He was.  These words comforted 

me when I despised and hated myself.  These words instilled in me that my life was not in vain.  My 

life was important to God.   

As we have entered into the 2nd month of 2010, sometimes we need the comfort of knowing 

that God is there for usðHe loves us and cares for us no matter what life might bring with it.   

Some of the words of Psalm 139 can be overwhelming.  ñO Lord, you have searched me and 

you know me.  You know when I sit and when I rise; you perceive my thoughts from afar.  You discern 

my going out and my lying down; you are familiar with all my ways.  Before a word is on my tongue 

you know it completely, O Lord.ò  These words assure us that God knows all aspects of our lives. 

God knows all the good and bad decisions we make and still informs us that He is concerned 

with all aspects of our lives.  He is ñintimately acquaintedò with all our ways.  He wants to be in a rela-

tionship with us.  The theme song to Facts of Life goes, ñYou take the good, you take the bad, you 

take them both and there you have the facts of lifeò; God takes the good, bad and everything in-

between of our lives and freely extends His love to us. 

Godôs thoughts of us are precious in His sight just as a parentôs should be for their child.  ñHow 

precious to me are your thoughts, O God!  How vast is the sum of them!  Were I to count them, they 

would outnumber the grains of sand.  When I awake, I am still with you.ò  God thinks of you.  No mat-

ter where you are in your relationship with Him, He thinks of you and views those thoughts as precious 

in His sight. 

Whether you are a child, youth or adult, God thinks of you often. Do we take time to think of 

Him with our precious thoughts?  Sometimes we do; sometimes we donôt. I encourage you during the 

month of February to take time to think precious thoughts of God.  Reread Psalm 139 often and allow 

that love God has for you overflow to others in the name of Jesus our Lord.
