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Going Green and Saving Green! 
Summer Hours for the Church Office 

 
  
The Administrative Church Council of Centenary UMC recently voted to approve the recommendation 
of our Finance Committee that we reduce our utility usage by moving to a 4-day work week for the 
summer months.  So, for the months of June, July, and August, the Church Office hours will be Mon-
day - Thursday, 8:30 am - 7:00 pm. (In accordance with current labor laws, a half-hour lunch is in-
cluded in these hours.)  This decision follows similar moves made by the North Carolina Conference 
of the UMC at their Garner Conference offices (they will be observing a 4-day work week year-round), 
and Craven County Community College (who will be observing a 4 day work week during the summer 
months).  Marshall Faulkenberry, Church Secretary, and Kathy Mitchell,  Financial Secretary, both of 
whom are full-time, will be working throughout these hours;  our custodian, Craig Hachett, will be com-
pleting his 30-hour work week within these hours. 
  
This change in schedule does not affect clergy or program staff:  we (Susan Pate Greenwood, Bryan 
Huffman, Monica Harper, Joel Grimm, and Simon Spalding) currently work on a Sunday - Thursday 
schedule, with the exceptions of weddings, funerals, special events, and on-call rotations.  Nor will this 
change in office hours affect our On-Call schedule:  there is always a pastor on call, 24-7-365.  This 
information is available at the office (637-4181) during office hours; if you call outside of office hours, 
the recorded message will tell you which pastor is on call and how to reach him or her.   
  
Due to previous commitments, there are two Fridays during the summer when the church office will be 
open from 8:30 am - 12:30 pm:   August 5th, when VBS will be in session in the morning; and August 
12th, when Music Camp will be in session in the morning.  Wedding rehearsals and weddings, as well 
as funerals and memorial services, are currently handled on an individual basis, and will not be af-
fected by the change in office hours. 
  
If you have any questions, feel free to call me (Pastor Susan) or Linwood Johnson (Church Council 
Chair).  We're hoping to save some green by going green with our 2011 summer office hours!

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I was waiting in line to pick up Noah, when my mind started wandering.  I’m sure your mind has never 
wandered while waiting in the never-ending queue at the grocery store, bank, or movie theatre.  But mine did the 
other day.  And it wandered to the subject of waiting.  We wait for lots of things in our lives. 

 
We wait for the first day of school.  We wait for Thanksgiving dinner.  We wait eagerly to open presents 

on Christmas day.  We wait for Easter and the last day of school.  We wait to get our driver’s license and we wait 
to find out whether we will go to college here or there.  We wait to see if we will make the baseball team or cheer-
leading squad.  We wait to see if we got the part in the school play.  We wait with anticipation for a wonderful 
spouse.  We wait for children and we wait for retirement. 

 
Some things in life we don’t want to wait for.  We don’t like waiting to be disciplined by our parents.  We 

don’t like waiting for a test or to see the doctor.  I didn’t like waiting for my report card.  We don’t like waiting to 
see if we got a job.  We don’t like waiting to hear the results of a biopsy or for a loved one to come to Jesus Christ. 

 
Dr. Seuss wrote a book entitled “Oh, The Places You’ll Go”.  One section of the book talks about the 

Waiting Place.  Dr. Seuss writes, “The Waiting Place…for people just waiting. Waiting for a train to go or a bus to 
come, or a plane to go or the mail to come, or the rain to go or the phone to ring, or the snow to snow or waiting 
around for a Yes or No or waiting for their hair to grow. Everyone is just waiting. Waiting for the fish to bite or 
waiting for wind to fly a kite or waiting around for Friday night or waiting, perhaps, for their Uncle Jake or a pot 
to boil, or a Better Break or a string of pearls, or a pair of pants or a wig with curls, or Another Chance. Everyone 
is just waiting.” 

 
Life is full of waiting.  In Acts 1, the disciples are asked to wait once again.  The women had to wait three 

days before preparing Jesus’ body for burial after He was placed in the tomb of Joseph of Arimathea.  Thomas had 
to wait a little over a week before seeing the Risen Lord.  Peter had to wait before Jesus asked him three times 
whether Peter loved Him.  Now, as Jesus is preparing to ascend into Heaven, He tells His disciples to wait again.  
“Wait here,” He says, “I am sending forth the promise of My Father upon you; but you are to stay in the city until 
you are clothed with power from on high.”  And again, the disciples have to wait.  This time, they wait 10 days 
before the Holy Spirit descends upon them in the Upper Room. 

 
Even after Jesus told the disciples that they had to wait for the Spirit of Promise, they asked Him, “Lord, is 

it at this time You are restoring the Kingdom to Israel?” 
 
And now we have to wait.  “It is not for you to know times or epochs which the Father has fixed by His 

own authority; but you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be My wit-
nesses both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and even to the remotest part of the earth.” 

 
Jesus told the disciples then and to us today, it is less important when the end of the world will take place 

than it is that you make sure you are ready and help others become ready too. 
 
When we focus on when the end of the world will take place, we ultimately take our focus off of God and 

our own Christian spiritual journey and set it on predictions.  We do that enough already in our world with the 
many distractions that take our mind off of Jesus, our salvation, and our need to grow spiritually.  I encourage us 
all to refocus our attention on Jesus and our need for Him as we begin our summer.
