On the Sunday before Thanksgiving, Centenary UMC will celebrate our annual Harvest Table! You'll want to be
here for this warm and welcoming experience of God's grace outpoured! This wonderful "bring a gift, receive a gift"
exchange is a powerful demonstration of how our individual God-given talents work together to make the household
of faith a real community of love!

Here's how it works:

At all three services, Harvest Tables will be set up in front of the altar rail, ready to receive our Harvest gifts. The
only guideline with regard to Harvest Gifts is that they should be homemade. Over the years of Harvest Tables I've
enjoyed, I've collected a treasure chest of gifts which | love to go through, as | remember the brothers and sisters in
Christ who made them. My treasure chest includes:

* a child's drawing of falling leaves

* a small wooden cross whittled by a older gentleman

* a recipe for sweet potato muffins (which was originally attached to a bag of those muffins!)
* a poem written by a public school teacher about her classroom experiences

* a bracelet made by a teenager

* a kitchen cloth embroidered by a sewing instructor

* a circular trivet with a cross in the center made by a 6th grader

* a Thanksgiving prayer written by a retired pastor

You get the idea. Homemade does not mean elaborate. It does mean a gift made by you, which makes it a gift
from the heart. No gift is too small if it comes from a cheerful giver. Some folks will bake cakes or cookies (these
tend to go quickly!); I have seen everything from hand knitted scarves to homemade birdhouses sitting on Harvest
Tables. Itis nice to attach a card to the gift you make, giving your name and phone number or other preferred con-
tact information, so that the recipient of your gift can call and thank you, if you so desire - but anonymous gifts are
equally welcome. There's a certain joy to be had from gift-giving "in secret,” so the choice of whether to identify
yourself or not is completely up to you.

As worshippers enter the sanctuary or chapel, gifts may be placed on the Harvest Tables. (Latecomers may place
their gifts during the opening hymn.) During a hymn(s) following the sermon, we'll all be invited to come forward to
the Harvest Tables and take a gift back to our seats with us. Members of the Worship Committee bring extra gifts,
so that visitors to our church on November 20th can also receive a gift. Each worshipper is asked to bring a hand-
made gift regardless of age or gender. Since every man, woman and child is gifted in some way by our generous
God, | have never yet met a single soul who was without a gift to share!
